Many people consider taking the bus as ‘inconvenient and time consuming’.  When | first told my husband
my idea, he thought | was crazy. To me, if it’s by choice, it becomes a blessing.

My experience with bus ride took back to many years ago when | was working in downtown Los Angeles.
It was very relaxing for me. | had so many chores done during my bus ride and saved all my energy for work
and home. After my second daughter was born, | switched to a local company; because of the shorter distance, it
never occurs to me that the bus ride would be an alternative.

Until this summer, since | didn’t have to haggle with their schedule in the morning, and | was disgusted with
the ridiculous rising of the gas price. 1 tried the bus again, and found it convenient and pleasant. As long as
you go by the timetable (you can easily down load it from www.mta.net), the time you spend in the bus is
equivalent to the time you spend behind wheels, yet, more relaxing. You can also reduce your insurance expense
and the “wear and tear’ of your car.

There are many bus stops for three bus lines conveniently located throughout Agoura, Westlake Village and
Thousand Oaks area. There is one stop right at the corner of Kanan Road and Thousand Oaks Boulevard; that’s
only 1.5 mile from my house. Line ‘423’ express line takes you all the way from Newbury Park to downtown
and USC, Exposition Park in the morning while 422’ brings you in from USC to Newbury Park. Line ‘161’
starts from Rancho Road transit station to San Fernando Valley by Vanowen and Owensmouth, which runs both
ways hourly.

For those who want to travel to Simi Valley, Moorpark or Ventura area, you can easily transfer the bus at
Rancho Transit Center. And for those that travel to San Fernando Valley and beyond, you can transfer in the
valley and the bus lines run through every major street like a chessboard. These bus lines go all the way to down
town, Burbank, Universal Studio, etc. Line 161 drops me right at my work. | have timed the bus; it took me
about 5 more minutes than driving my own car.

I enjoy exploring different lines during my lunch hour when | am not in yoga class. | have been to more
places than I did when | was driving, and it’s FREE with my monthly pass. The bus not only gets me to work; it
also takes me to my dentist, my doctor, and the mall, I can even go to the 99 Ranch Market’ in Van Nuys, all in
the reach of a bus, and | don’t have to worry about car accident or traffic jam.

Every bus provides a bike rack, that’s how | transported my bike to work. Now | have a bike to ride around
the block at my break time, or to the nearby shopping center if | don’t want to take the shuttle bus.

My son knows the bus routes around home. He can ride the bus to Thousand Oaks Civic Arts Plaza, to his
violin teacher, to his orchestra, and to his swimming class when he needs to.

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Building the Transcontinental Railroad Jing Zeng

The crowds cheered as the last spike was driven into the joining of the railroad. Later, a picture was taken
of the American workers and the officials proudly displaying their completed masterpiece. The Transcontinental
Railroad was finished, and the massive industrial work spanning from coast to coast was a stunning success, all
thanks to the strong, muscular, red-blooded Americans slaving hard under the hot sun ... right?

The Transcontinental Railroad began as a race between the Central Pacific and the Union Pacific railroad
companies to see which one could reach the finish point first to join with the other end. The Union Pacific,
beginning at the East Coast, had a much easier task, as most of its lands were plains. The Central Pacific was
burdened with a much more difficult track. It had to build tracks around and over the Sierra Nevada Mountain
ranges, and the jagged peaks of the Rocky Mountains. After two years, Central Pacific was falling far behind in
the race. Not only was the terrain harsh, but the labor pool was insufficient and dwindling. Many American men
would begin a job, wait until they were paid, and then leave. Finally, Central Pacific decided to try a new labor
pool.

In 1865, Charles Crocker, chief of | construction for Central
Pacific, hired a large group of Chinese | immigrant men to finish the
immense job. Many of these Chinese workers were married men
planning to return to their homeland or establish good homes in the
Promise Land. Together, they supported each other’s heartbreaks and
backaches, all the while working for much less than they deserved.

The American officials took advantage of the foreigners and paid them
only $25 a month for a twelve-hour day and six-day workweek, as
opposed to the $35 paid to the whites. In addition, the Chinese
workers had to provide their own shelter and food. To the Patriots,
these bony, dedicated men were a great way to save money and get
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ahead in the race. Their devoted nature and hard working attitude made these men the backbone of the railroad.

In two years, 80% of the workers on the railroad were Chinese men. They toiled from dawn to dusk and risk their
lives everyday on the treacherous terrain. With pickaxes, hammers, and crowbars, workers chipped out railbeds.
Sometimes, Chinese workers were lowered in baskets over cliffs to hammer at solid shale and granite and insert
dynamite. The workers then had to hurry back up or risk being blown to bits. Finally, on May 10, 1869, a Chinese
crew laid the last ten miles of the track, and it was completed at Promontory, Utah in front of a cheering crowd.
When the railroad was completed, over 1,200 Chinese men had been killed in construction accidents.

It is amazing how, after the hard work done by these immigrants, no Chinese was recognized in photo or
print. All that is dedicated to them is the memory of some, and the symbol of the railroad. Despite the lack of
credit to these men at the time, our generation owes them a great debt of gratitude. In a way, the respect that we
are paid today is due to the work of the early Chinese immigrants before us.

Strike of 1867 Sylvia Qiu

The 1860s marked a time of social change and brought about improvements for the oppressed:
blacks, labor unions, and the poor. But America is always a land of blatant paradoxes; just as the
Sixteenth Amendment abolished slavery in the United States, thousands of newly arrived Chinese
immigrants were put into bondage for the benefit of the Central Pacific Railroad.

This period of social change also witnessed the massive expansion of Transcontinental Railroad
binding the country together with “ribs of steel.” However, a year after the beginning of construction,
the company only had six hundred of the five thousand laborers required. A new labor pool had to be
found; preferably one that was cheap and abundant. As early as 1852, there were twenty-five thousand
Chinese immigrants in California, the “Golden Mountain.” Charles Crocker, Chief of Construction at
the time, struck gold when he proposed using Chinese immigrants, saying that the people who had built
the Great Wall of China and invented gunpowder could certainly handle a railroad.

The work was grueling, performed almost entirely by hand. More than one thousand Chinese
workers died from falling to their deaths, being frozen to death, or being trapped by avalanches.
Although Chinese workers were given the most demanding and dangerous jobs, they received the lowest
pay and the worst treatment. The barbarous and unjust traditions
incited unrest among the workers.

One fateful day in 1867, more than two thousand Chinese
workers laid down their pickaxes and refused to go to work. They
demanded better wages and living conditions; it was impossible to
survive, much less work, in such an inhospitable environment. The
laborers doggedly held on to their principles, but they were
inexperienced and failed to stay united. Within one week, officials
were able to break up the weak attempt at a strike and force all the
Chinese back to work. Many employed harsh punishments, such as depriving the workers of food and
water until they returned to their jobs. Any spirit of rebellion was quelled when Chinese and Irish workers
were forced to lay ten miles of track over the harsh Sierra Nevada Mountains in one day. But the effort
was worth it; that day, the two railroads were connected, forming a mammoth transcontinental path.

The Chinese workers played an integral part in the growth of our nation as an industrial power.
Thanks to the transcontinental railroad, goods could be shipped faster across the nation, connecting once
distant cities. Nine out of every ten men who built the railroads were Chinese; it is owing to that
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illustrious race that the United States becomes the industrial giant she is today.
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Si Ma Qian

Hey you! | want you to name three important people. You'll definitely shoot out the names of
three famous actors or actresses. Three scholars may cause hesitation; three historians may be a little too
difficult. What about three Chinese historians? I'll just get blank stares. | don't really want to be stared at,
so let me tell you about the most famous and influential Chinese historian, Si Ma Qian.

In 145 B.C., Si Ma Qian was born in Hancheng, China. Si Ma's father, Si Ma Tan, was a "Perfect
of the Grand Scribes", or Tai Shi Ling (= §* £ ), for the Han dynasty from 140 B.C. to 105 B.C. If you
can look past the outrageous name, his office was actually a difficult and tedious one. Among his duties
were the supervision of sacrifices and calendar, the investigation of astrological questions, and the care
of the Imperial Library. Most importantly, he was responsible for collecting historical records, thereby
laying the foundation for the work of his son, to whom he passed his job to at death.

As you can imagine, Si Ma Qian's childhood was filled with books. At the young age of ten, he
had already mastered the old writings of ancient Chinese philosophers. On his twentieth birthday, Si Ma
Qian became a palace attendant. During this time, China was at war with the tribes from the north and
the west. Serving his duty, Si Ma Qian was sent west on a military expedition. While he was away, his
father fell sick. Fearing death, Si Ma Tan summoned Si Ma Qian back from the frontier. Three years
later, in 107 B.C., Si Ma Tan died. From there on, the records are not very complete, and modern
historians disagree on what really happened. Some say that Si Ma Qian was ordered to complete a work
his father had already started, while others say that he started his famous work only after his father's
death. Most historians agree that Si Ma Qian started his great work, the Shiji (% 3z), or Historical
Records in 104 B.C., after his father's death. His masterpiece covered the Chinese history from its
mythical beginnings with the Yellow Emperor until his time, the Han Dynasty. Before him, no one had
attempted to construct a fully comprehensive history of China. Unfortunately, being a historian was a
risky occupation back in Imperial China. Wudi (3¢ % ), the emperor in power at the time became angered
at Si Ma Qian. In his work, the Historical Records, Si Ma Qian criticized the policies of Wudi's father.
The emperor arrested Si Ma Qian in 99 B.C., and gave him two choices for punishment: execution or
castration. Altruistically, Si Ma Qian chose the latter form of punishment in order to finish the Historical
Records. Nine years later in 90 B.C., he died.

In his groundbreaking book, Si Ma Qian founded the modern method of recording history and
influenced future generations of historians. Even today, his writing style and methods are taught in
schools. Now, when someone asks you to name an important Chinese historian, you'll know how to
respond.
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Empress Wu Ze Tian

During the golden age of the Tang dynasty a woman ruled in a world of men,and ruled successfully.
She was Wu Ze Tian,the only female in Chinese history to rule as emperess. To some she was an
autocrat, ruthless in her desire to gain and keep power. To others she,as a woman doing a "man'’s job,"
merely did what she had to do, and acted no differently than most male emperors of her day. She
managed to effectively rule China during one of its more peaceful and culturally diverse periods.

The Tang dynasty (618-906) was a time of relative freedom for women. A number of exceptional
women even contributed in the areas of culture and politics, so it is no surprise that Wu, born in 624 into
a wealthy noble family, was taught to play music, write, and read the Chinese classics. By age thirteen,
she was known for her wit,intelligence,and beauty, and was recruited to the court of Emperor Tai Tsung

= % ). She soon became his favorite concubine. When the emperor died,and his son Kao Tsung (% 7 )
took over, Wu, now twenty-seven years old, became a favorite concubine of the new emperor, giving
birth to many sons. As mother of the future emperor of China,she grew in power,managing to eliminate
Kao Tsung's wife, Empress Wang by accusing her of killing Wu's newborn daughter when it was Wu
herself who strangled her one-month-old daughter. Kao Tsung believed Wu, and displaced Empress
Wang to marry Wu Ze Tian.

Within five years of their marriage, the emperor suffered a crippling stroke,and Wu Ze Tian took
over the administrative duties of the court,a position equal to the emperor. She created a secret police
force to spy on her opposition,and cruelly jailed or killed anyone who stood in her way, including the
unfortunate Empress Wang. With the death of Emperor Kao Tsung,Wu moved her youngest and much
weaker son > into power. She in effect ruled through him.

In order to challenge Confucian beliefs against rule by women,Wu Ze Tian began a campaign to
elevate the position of women. She ordered biographies of famous women written,and raised the
position of her mother's clan by giving her relatives high political posts. She researched Daoism -
Buddhism, and Confucianism herself and advocated the parts that supported the equality of women and
men. During her reign, Empress Wu placed Buddhism over Daoism as the favored state religion. She
invited gifted scholars to China and built Buddhist temples and cave sculptures. Chinese Buddhism
achieved its highest development under the reign of Wu Ze Tian. She also moved her court away from
the seat of traditional male power and tried to establish a new Zhou dynasty.

In 690, Wu's youngest son removed himself from office, and Wu Ze Tian was declared the official
emperor of China. In spite of her ruthless climb to power, her rule proved more benign. She found
talented people to run the government, established the practice of meritocracy, and treated those she
trusted fairly. She reduced the army's size and stopped the influence of aristocratic military men on
government by replacing them with scholars. Wu also was fair to peasants, lowering oppressive taxes >

raising agricultural production, and strengthening public works. As she grew older, Empress Wu became
increasingly superstitious and fearful. Finally, in 705,she was pressured to give up the throne in favor of
her third son. In the same year, Wu Ze Tian died peacefully at age eighty-one, cementing her legend that
still resounds in history today.
