For more than two years, my peers and I have led the CCCA Earth Day Youth Program.
We spend every other Sunday working to help preserve and restore the Conejo Valley Botanic
Garden creek. While we engage in a variety of activities at the botanical gardens, including
painting a donation box, our work is primarily focused on environmental engineering and get-
ting rid of invasive species. From planting watercress to cutting down ash trees to trapping
crayfish, we have been working hard to preserve California’s native flora and fauna.

Most excitingly, we have made noticeable progress! If you look close enough at the
leaves of the watercress in the creek, these days you can spot thumb-sized frogs scattered all
over the place. This presence of amphibians indicates that we have helped curate a healthier
ecosystem through our work. It also means that we have successfully decreased the crayfish
population in the creek. After all, crayfish have a tendency to consume tadpoles and
frog eggs, increase water turbidity, and compete with native animals for resources
such as food and shelter.

Although I may seem exuberant about the progress we have made at the botanical gar-
dens, I haven’t always been so interested in environmental conservation. In fact, environmental
destruction was never the most pressing issue in my mind until a couple of years ago. I as-
sumed, like many other people, that we would always have “untouchable” earth — a place with
green-colored grass and a blue-colored sky. Then, it was unimaginable that the destructive fires
we experience yearly could ever cloud the sky with grey and black hues.

It seems as if protecting the environment is more and more relevant each passing day.
Of course, the botanical garden creek hasn’t been left untouched by climate change. Every time
we go, | can see the waterline recede further and stepping stones appear in places that didn’t
once have them.

The Father of Environmental Protection

Environmental protections are organizations or programs targeted to help protect the
environment and ourselves. They aim to protect the environment from pollution to dangerous
chemicals, oils, fuels, nature, and more. When the population began to rapidly grow in America
the world's environment began to deteriorate. Before the industrial revolution, everything was
made in-house and by hand. Then the Industrial Revolution was the beginning of the destruc-
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tion of the environment. But with the growth of cities, also brought the idea of preserving the
environment.

Thus the Sierra Club was set into motion on May 28, 1892. Which is still doing amaz-
ing service to preserve land and can be donated to help their astounding cause. John Muir, the
president of the Sierra Club, worked non-stop to preserve land. Muir was one of the first lead-
ers fighting to conserve current national parks and protecting the country’s beautiful nature.
John Muir was born on April 21, 1838, in Scotland. John Muir’s love was sparked from a
young age. His grandfather was one of the biggest contributors to his love of nature. When
Muir was a little boy he was taken on a trip through the Scottish countryside and began to de-
velop a fascination. When he was an 11-year-old boy he moved to Wisconsin and started to
grow a farm. When Muir grew up he continued to study geology, botany, and biology at the
University of Wisconsin. Around 1868 he walked from the midwest all the way to the Gulf of
Mexico. During his trip, he wrote in his journal which eventually got published after his death
in 1916. The book was called 4 Thousand-Mile Walk to the Gulf- He walked through many
states with Glaciers and forests, as that was one of his favorite parts of nature, according to Bri-
tannica.

Muir was one of the first people to advocate for national forests and asked people to
write non-stop to politicians. He said, “make their lives wretched until they do what is right by
the woods”; from the National Parks Service. During the 1890°s Yosemite was getting badly
damaged from people staying there and tourists coming and going. After writing some persua-
sive articles, which made itself into Century Magazine, it spread to millions of readers. Only a
month later congress declared Yosemite a national park.

None of this could have happened without the help of the President himself, Theodore
Rosevelt. Roosevelt was a very big nature lover. He loved to camp and hike as often as he pos-
sibly could. The very first nature act he passed was the Newlands Reclamation Act of 1902.
This law encouraged people to buy cheap land at the cost of putting in irrigation systems. Peo-
ple would live on the land for at least five years and then the profits would go to irrigation for
other lands. This act helped rejuvenate baron land, which otherwise would have been garbage
and wasted.

In 1903 Theodore asked Muir to camp with him at Yosemite. He left behind the press
and his formal secret service. Instead, he took park rangers and lived in the wild with Muir for
three days. Both men explored the grounds and discovered mountains, waterfalls, and mead-
ows. After his trip with Muir, he was extremely inspired and put over 230 million acres down
(which is larger than Texas), which includes five national parks and 18 national monuments
according to the National Park service.

Muir’s vocalizations for persevering national parks helped establish Sequoia in 1890,
Mount Rainier in 1899, and the Grand Canyon in 1908. He wanted to keep nature safe and
keep it around for future generations to admire the mature trees and see the beautiful land-
scapes. These ideas in time led to the National Park Service in 1916.

Thanks to John Muir and his countless contributions to National Parks in 2021 we are
still able to see the same waterfalls Theodore Roosevelt and John Muir saw in Yosemite when
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they were first discovered. Today there are over 400 National Parks people can still visit today.
His fight for beautiful parks to be federally recognized and protected has provided generation
after generation years of exquisite natural beauty. All of John Muir’s journals, books, articles,
and more have and will continue to influence people to keep the environment protected. As
John Muir once said, “The battle for conservation must go on endlessly. It is part of the univer-

sal warfare between right and wrong” in his biography Son of the Wilderness: the life of John
Muir.

Did you know that if you blended all 7.88 billion people on Earth and mashed them all
together into a perfect sphere, the ball would end up just under one kilometer in diameter? This
ball could fit right in New York’s central park, but to be fair, that’s smaller than we would ex-
pect. A meatball this size should not be having such a significant impact on the planet, yet it
does. One of the most important of the commons that we destroy every day is the ocean, 71% of
the Earth’s surface.

An accumulation of all of the anthropogenic issues we face on a daily basis has since
formed its own island—literally. Decades of pollution into the ocean have created two very
large collections of marine debris, called the Great Pacific Garbage Patch. The debris in these
patches is mostly nonbiodegradable, consisting of fishing nets and plastics from hundreds of
miles away. When facing the tides of the Pacific, these plastics are broken down into very tiny
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bits called microplastics. Marine debris is very harmful to marine life and animals such as Al-
batross are dying as a result of mistaking plastics for fish eggs which are fed to their young.

Cleaning up the Great Pacific Garbage Patch is very expensive to execute, which is a
push factor for many countries. Microplastics are also extremely difficult to clean up and the
entire cleaning process will take decades to complete. The best way to fight this problem is
through prevention. This can include reducing the use of disposable plastics and replacing them
with biodegradable resources.

The fishing industry is also making its own contributions to destroying our ocean. As a
result of recklessness and a lack of proper education, the lives of millions of marine and sea life
have been taken. One such animal being threatened by this industry is the albatross, a species
that is about to face extinction as a result of longline fishing vessels. However, environmentally
-conscious fishermen are making efforts to use bird-friendly fishing methods and fishing when
the Albatross are out at night.

Another such animal being threatened are sharks. In parts of East and Southeast Asia,
shark fins are in high demand. The issue with the shark fin market is that fishermen only take
the fins from sharks and waste the rest of their bodies. For this reason, more sharks need to be
killed to satisfy the market. On the contrary, other parts of the world are making money off
sharks in a different manner. Local Fijians are earning money from sharks through their tour-
ism industry, which allows visitors to pay to see sharks in person. In return, this money goes to
the local villages to help them out.

Yellowfin tuna are also becoming more vulnerable to overfishing than skipjack, which
is the main target for fishermen. Yellowfin are usually caught accidentally in purse-seine nets
before they are old enough to breed, which brings their population down. The best way to make
fishing more sustainable is by using pole and line fishing, which decreases the amount of by-
catch by targeting specific species of fish.

In order to protect our oceans for future generations, the most important step we should
be taking is education. It can teach and promote people to explore the problems we face on the
Earth and engage in effective ways to preserve them. Giving children more access to green
spaces can also give them positive associa-
tions with nature. By teaching environmental
science at a more elementary age, children are
able to become inspired with ways to protect
the environment and become more engaged
with their communities.

During the phases of starvation, our body will do anything to maintain blood glucose
levels; through the production of glucose from glycogen, fats, and proteins. In that order, they
become the primary sources of energy instead of carbohydrates. Because our body is running
out of options with no income or nutrients to absorb, it resorts to those resources. Our brain
does not function properly without the needed nutrients and tries to protect itself by shutting
down metabolically intense functions digestion is the first to go. Our muscles and fat diminish
due to a lack of nutrition.

Former President Obama had once stated that “no challenge poses a greater threat to fu-
ture generations than climate change.” Natural disasters such as floods, tropical storms, and
long periods of drought are on the increase. Drought is already one of the most common causes
of food shortages in the world. To make matters worse, We live in California too! Although hu-
mans cannot control the effects of climate change, we can prevent it from continuing to occur
by changing our living habits.

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Aquatic Food Production

As the human population increases, there will be even more demand for fish products,
meaning there will be a higher scarcity of fish. Not only are people taking too much fish out of
the sea, but there are also problems with how people fish. For example, when people drag fish-
ing gear across the ocean floor, it damages sensitive habitats like corals. Others use nets to
catch fish, while they accidentally kill species like turtles. Not only is fishing harming the envi-
ronment but with the fuel and labor costs, fishing is really expensive. Because of this, fishing
can also be bad for the economy. In order to reach the most wide-ranging parts of the world,
fishing vessels usually come from richer countries. Because the fish population was decreasing,
people started to do fish farming and aquaculture. The FAO found that aquaculture has account-
ed for almost half of the seafood people eat in the 2016 report. Published in August, a Nature
Study outlined how aquaculture could be scaled to meet the world’s demand for seafood with-
out using up the ocean stock. Because farming and aquaculture have become popular, over half
of the fish we eat come from farms. Though farming can be a great way of stopping problems
of hurting the environment and increasing the fish population, chemicals and waste from fish
farms can pollute nearby habitats and diseases can spread out to nearby fish. Even if this might
be the case, the FAO says the organization is planning to create more sustainable ocean practic-
es while creating fish as a food source for almost the next 20 years.

Environmental sustainability and environmental justice are affected by American con-
sumers in a negative way. With both a growing population and rich people demanding food that
is healthy with a lot of protein, it is not easy to feed everyone the fish they need with the fish
population decreasing. Even if people came up with newer ways such as fish farming, it still
can harm the environment with the chemicals and waste polluting the nearby habitats and harm-
ing other species in the ocean. In the journal Food Security, it was found that fish was responsi-
ble for 10 percent of the world’s food security in the study of 2015. For example, since Ameri-
can consumers enjoy shrimp so much, it resulted in intense labor of peeling and cleaning. The
U.S. customs record showed how shrimp made its way to which it is now labeled as the major
food of U.S. food stores and retailers. The AP reporters went to supermarkets in all of the states
in the country and found out shrimp products were forced labor. The employees even had to
work when they were ill and if the employees did not work, the owners would say they had a
gun inside their car and that they would shoot them. Because there is a huge demand for fish,
people use illegal strategies that harm both people and the environment around them.

Tilapia is the perfect factory fish because it breeds easily and tastes bland and is known
as the “aquatic chicken” in the food business. The tilapia eats pellets that are made of corn, soy,
and grains. This diet resembles cheap chicken feed in low-cost seafood. The tilapia that is
formed is good for people’s health and the environment when marine stocks are all used up.
Even if there are benefits as explained above, there are definitely drawbacks to using tilapia.
Compared with other fish, tilapia contains small amounts of helpful omega-3 fatty acids. These
acids are the fish oils that are the main reasons why doctors recommend people to eat fish. For
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the environment, environmentalists claim that tilapia farming is damaging ecosystems in poor
countries.

The open pen is found offshore in coastal areas or freshwater lakes and is considered a
high-risk aquaculture method. It is considered high-risk because it allows free exchange be-
tween the farm and the environment that is surrounded by. The open pens also allow the free
exchange of waste, chemicals, and diseases which can harm the species nearby or the environ-
ment in general. Even if people have the fish kept in the farms, there is some chance of the fish
escaping from the farm. Another danger is that the farms can attract predators or other marine
animals nearby and get tangled up in the fishnets and eventually make the nets drown. Unlike
the open pen, a closed pen is considered a low-risk aquaculture method. This method uses a
barrier to control the exchange between the farms and the natural environment. Not like the
open pen, the closed pen reduces pollution, fish escapes, negative wildlife interactions, and the
disease transfer from farms to marine and freshwater ecosystems. Since there is no danger for
other predators to get attracted by the farm, the net cannot be tangled up and drown.

How Deforestation Harms the Environment

Many people may not know what Deforestation means and what effects it has on our
planet. It is a problem worldwide and in the US, California ranks #1 as having the worst defor-
estation. It's important to raise awareness of Deforestation and its environmental effects. There
are several arguments against Deforestation, but first, we must look at why deforestation is
happening, what the harmful effects it causes, and finally what we can do to help stop it.

Deforestation means clearing trees for natural or accidental reasons. This happens in
areas where there are massive amounts of trees/plants. Not all Deforestation is intentional. It
can happen through natural causes such as hurricanes, parasites, wildfires, and floods. Then
you have the direct human causes of which include agriculture, urbanization. It could be for
grazing, construction, manufacturing, or using the trees for timber or fuel. It is basically done
to increase usable land area and leave room for other things in place of the forest. Beef produc-
tion is one of the top driving forces of deforestation in many countries.

It approximated that the amount of land lost to deforestation a year is about 14,800
square miles. First, deforestation causes erosion in the soil and flooding because, without the
trees/forest, the soil disintegrates and washes away. This causes infertile land to be left behind
and be more open to flooding. Deforestation causes the water in the atmosphere because trees
help control the level of water in the atmosphere. The trees do this by regulating the water cy-
cle. In deforested areas, there is not as much water in the air that can be restored to the soil.
Forests help control water cycles and precipitation. Forest canopy layers, branches, and roots
are able to store and let out water vapor. Doing this controls rainfall. Deforestation wears this
process out and creates landfall that is not regular. This can also bring in flooding and
droughts. And in some instances, this causes the dryer soil and the land to heat up and causes
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an inability to grow crops.

Deforestation also causes increased Greenhouse gases. Greenhouse gases include water
vapor, carbon dioxide, methane, nitrous oxide, ozone, and some artificial chemicals such as
chlorofluorocarbons. A lack of trees results in more greenhouse gases being released into the
atmosphere. Forests with trees help absorb carbon dioxide. Trees are able to capture excess car-
bon dioxide by absorbing it. As a result, there is less carbon dioxide is released into the
atmosphere.

In addition to the greenhouse effect, the Loss of habitat for animals is very damaging
and caused by deforestation. It can cause harm to the ecosystem when these animals’ homes are
destroyed and they cannot survive. The loss of habitat from deforestation causes the disappear-
ance of animal and plant species. It is estimated that 70% of plant species and animals live in
forests. Trees in forests provide shelter and homes for species. The trees also create a canopy to
regulate the temperature in the forest. Deforestation creates different changes in the tempera-
tures throughout the days and nights. This makes it dangerous for the species. Deforestation is
the second leading cause of climate change.

Stopping or reducing deforestation lessens the emissions to help protect the planet from
global warming. Tropical forests are a very important source of food, medicine, and clean wa-
ter for people in evolving countries. The tropical forests help with rainfall to be regulated and
fend off floods/droughts.

While deforestation definitely creates many problems for the environment and can harm
the ecosystem, there are several things we can help do to help minimize this and help conserve
the ecosystem and environment. One of the main things we can do is raise awareness in our
communities. Help more people understand how Deforestation is truly affecting our planet.
Along with this let people know that they can make a difference individually by doing a few

You'll Never Think of Buying Clothes the Same Again

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When you see a shirt that you like under $10, your natural instinct is to buy it. Finding
pieces with a desirable style and design for such low cost makes us excited to find such a gem.
Fast fashion is an industry known for being successful in replicating high fashion brands and
producing them on a larger scale at a lower cost. The term “Fast fashion” was first used to de-
scribe Zara’s mission to take only 15 days for a garment to go from the design stage to being
placed in stores. The most well-known fast-fashion retailers are Zara, Uniqlo, Forever 21, and
H & M. However, with speed comes poor quality and negative environmental impacts. Though
these brands are well-known for their products, little is actually known about how the clothes
are made and what they are made of.

In general, 10% of total global carbon emissions contributing to climate change are due
to fashion production. Although fast fashion is greatly contributing to the economy, more items
tend to end up in the landfills because the lower quality clothes are worn out only after a few
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washes leading to more of these clothes being purchased and less being donated. What’s worse
is a lot of these garments consist of textile dyeing which contains toxic chemicals that pollute
our oceans and environments. Because these garments quickly pile up, they are forced to be
incinerated which in turn releases toxic gases that are inhaled by neighboring communities. It is
also responsible for drying up bodies of water and releasing microplastics from synthetic mate-
rials into our oceans and seas through the process of washing our clothes or dumping them into
landfills. These plastics are then ingested by marine organisms and begin to possibly damage
entire food chains. In addition, certain materials like cotton require 10,000 liters of water for
production which could instead be used to stay in our oceans, prevent droughts, or be utilized
as drinking water. Furthermore, when picking your next top or bottom, you should consider the
extent of damage it will cause to the environment.

Not to mention, the cheap labor that goes into that low price tag. You might be support-
ing a company that forces its workers to work 14 to 16 hours a day for 7 days a week and are
being paid below the legal minimum wage. Because of fast deadlines within this industry, a lot
of the time stores are desperate to permit children to work. In some cases, children were even
taken out of school to be used for child labor. Additionally, companies are exposing these raw,
harmful chemicals to their workers. And most of the time, the factories provide little to no
breaks, lack ventilation, and induce regular verbal and physical abuse.

Alternative options are to buy recycled clothes from thrift shops or if possible spend
that extra couple of dollars to purchase natural fabrics like organic cotton and linen. These
products are made from plants, wood, and or pulp so they are much more sustainable and bio-
degradable than those man-made materials like Polyester and Nylon. Therefore, it increases the
longevity of your wardrobe and in turn, leads to fewer clothes that end up in our landfills and
oceans. In addition, fewer resources are required to create fiber-like water, land, energy, fossil
fuels, and pesticides. Another habit you can change is laundry. Next time you do your laundry
load, it is very important to maximize your laundry load in order to reduce the amount of water
consumption and microfiber release.

Therefore, whenever you find a piece of clothing you like, don't only think of the hard
labor you are supporting with buying the item but also the environmental consequences it has
on the earth. If you are still confused about which
brands or materials to support, reference this article or
google it! Through your research, you can find brands
that align with your environmental values. Every time
you buy a product, you are doing more than just saying
you want that product: you are demonstrating that
you agree with that company’s decisions. As a
consumer, you have the power to boycott or sup-
port an entire brand. So when you’re out shop-
ping, at least think of the standards you hold your-
self ethically responsible for.
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Greenwashing

What is greenwashing? Greenwashing can be defined as the process in which people are
given the wrong impression because of false information regarding companies being environ-
mentally friendly. Mainly done by big brand names, greenwashing can be done through adver-
tisements or messages of cars, gasoline, laundry detergent, fashion, and Ziploc bags.

The message the Ziploc brand company is trying to send is that they are putting in an
effort to be more environmentally friendly despite their whole purpose, as tiny plastic bags, be-
ing to be trash disposable. By making the claim that “less” plastic is being used and created
with natural wind energy, the company points out its contributions to the environment. They
hope that their consumers will overlook the percentage being used with plastic and the fact that
they are not always being recycled. For
this type of flimsy plastic being used to
contain food that very well possibly
might be messy, it brings into question
how much of this plastic can be recy-
cled and if it is even being disposed of
properly. Oftentimes, only recycle bins
for bottles and cans can be seen, and
not necessarily other types of plastic
waste. While some locations might offer all recyclable items to be placed in a bin, “Are Plastic
Ziploc Bags Suddenly Green or Greenwashed?” written by Beth Terry in 2018 suggests that
while these plastic bags are made of BPA-free materials, the chemicals can appear after the
plastic is being created into something new. Similar to styrofoam, the material may be BPA-
free but once you break the bonds the chemicals are free to become airborne and can go in a
drink or food if nearby. In her article, Terry uses a variety of fellow individuals who are pas-
sionate about being environmentally friendly, who have come in contact with these plastic Zip-
loc bags located at beaches and parks instead of in a recyclable trash can where they belong, if
they should be created at all.
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The Ziploc company website claims, under the title “Sustainability and Safe-
ty” that when the plastic bags are recycled, if they are even made available in a cer-
tain area, they are created into composite lumber, which is said to be, “used for fenc-
es, benches, decks, door and window frames, and even playground equipment”.
While I believe that it is good for the plastic to not be going into the landfills, the
website does specify that bags must be cleaned and dried before recycling which is
not something that is not always done or doable. Some big companies, like Ziploc,
have made efforts to make their company more environmentally friendly, their ef-
forts can be seen, however, the efforts they are putting in are rendered useless if they
are providing false information. It is especially important as a consumer to look into
the product you are purchasing and verify if you are being deceived by the claims of
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being eco-friendly to convince consumers to purchase, or if the company has really
made an effort to improve our society.

Why should we as consumers care about greenwashing? For one, we will live on this
planet for the rest of our lives. That may not belong to some of us but considering the future
generations, humans must take care of our earth. Global warming, overpopulation, tsunamis,
hurricanes, and fires that have lit our nation in fury grab our attention to the declining health of
our environment. Humans can take their part in the goal of environmental success each and
every day. Being aware of the companies that are being purchased from can hugely impact
one's environmental impact. According to “Fashion companies use greenwashing to lie to con-
sumers" written by a college student Harrison Vogt, who is studying environmental sustaina-
bility policy, reported that a fast fashion clothing brand such as H&M may easily claim that
they are “environmentally friendly” and “sustainable” but that this is all a ploy to have consum-
ers feel better about buying from their company. A marketing approach made by the H&M
company over a “green” clothing line stated how they were using “100% cotton”. One might
be thinking, good! Cotton is a natural ingredient that comes from plants, this would not hurt the
environment. However, what they do not write in the product description is that it “takes
around 2,700 liters of water to create a single cotton t-shirt. In order to convince consumers to
buy from their company and get ahead of their competitors, various companies lie to try and
make their products seem better than they truly are.

We can do our part by being aware of what we buy and the messages being pushed onto
us by companies and big brands. Being aware of our purchases allows us to be environmentally
friendly and buy products that are not only safe for us but safe for the environment that pro-
vides so much for us every day.
